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1. MANUSCRIPTS

Type and Sheet

All text should be typed in single spacing on A4 paper (210 mm ( 297 mm).  The length is 2 pages for each poster presentation. For invited lecture, even numbered pages with the maximum of 8 pages is required..  The manuscript should be entirely fitted within 170 mm ( 242 mm rectangular areas (left margin 20 mm, right margin 20 mm, top margin 30 mm, bottom margin 30 mm).
The format of the manuscript is two columns, except for the title, author(s) name and their affiliation(s).  Letter size is recommended to be 10.5 point with Times New Roman or like.  Paragraph lead sentences should be indented by about five spaces.

Title, author(s) name and their affiliation(s)

The title, author(s) name and their affiliation(s) should be typed in the center at the head of the first page of the text.  The title, author(s) name, and their affiliation(s) should be written in 14 point (boldface), 12 point (boldface), and 10.5 point, respectively.  Leave one space among the title, the author(s) name, and their affiliation(s).  Leave two spaces between the affiliation(s) and the text.

2. HEADINGS

Do not leave a blank line between paragraphs.  Normally, two headings are used as follows: MAJOR HEADING should be typed in 12 point (boldface), ALL CAPITAL LETTERS, centered; subheads are underlined and placed flushed on the left-hand margin of the column on a separate line.

3. EQUATIONS, FIGURES AND TABLES
Equations should be numbered, with numbers in brackets ( ).  Figures and photographs (black and white) must be placed as close to their mention in the text as possible.  All diagrams should be black-lined on white paper.

Direct typewritten tables on the sheet are recommended.  Center the captions above the table.
4. REFERENCES

The list of all bibliographical references should be at the end of the paper with their numbers according to the examples shown below.  When referring to them in the text, type the corresponding reference number in square brackets.
